1. Remove the original bushes from the arm.

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the hole in the arm and file off any sharp
edges.

3. Press the mild steel outer shells so that the larger face is facing the rear of
vehicle. This is shown in Figure 2.

4. Press the Powerflex bushes into the outer shells in the orientation shown in
figure 1.

5. Apply a small amount of grease to the bore of the bush and then press the
steel sleeves into the bushes. The sleeves should protrude from the bushes a
small amount. This is to accommodate the washers.

6. Apply a small amount of grease to the upper and lower face of the bushes
and then place the larger washer on the top face of the bush and smaller Front of Car
washer on the lower face, as shown in figure 1.
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7. Refit the arm to the car and tension all hardware to manufacturers
